Chemosaturation demonstrates clinically-
meaningful tumour response in MNET

At the 2011 Cardiovascular and Interventional Radiological
Society of Europe (CIRSE) congress, being held from 10th to
14th September, in Munich, Germany, updated results from the
metasiatic neuroendocrine tumour (MMNET) cohort of Delcath
Systems’ recently-completed Phase Il trial were presented.

In the ftrial's MNET cohort, 24 patients with unresectable
MNET in the liver underwent an average of three
chemosaturation procedures with concentrated meiphalan
and subsequent extra-corporeal venous haemofiltration. The
primary endpoint of overall hepatic response rate among
the 20 evaluable patients was 70 per cent, including one
who presented with a confirmed complete response and 13
with confirmed partial responses.
